Balance shall be due & payable in accordance with payment schedules 
    established by TSC & described in the trip description in “Tips & Tails”, the club newsletter, or on the club website, 
    www.timkenskiclub.com.   Charges may be added for supplemental costs such as fuel surcharges, taxes and airport departure 
    changes to the price of the trip.  All payment checks shall be payable to “Timken Ski Club” & sent to trip leader noted.    
2. Withdrawal & Change:  Timken Ski Club may withdraw any trip from its schedule at any time; may refuse to accept or refrain any   
    person as a participant at any time for any reason; and may change the itinerary at any time. 
3. Responsibility: TSC is acting gratuitously for the applicant and shall not be responsible or liable for any loss of or damage to 
    baggage, property, or for any loss, injury, death, accident, delay, inconvenience or any other loss occurring during or occasioned by 
    applicant’s participation in any trip, and as a result of any actual or alleged negligence of TSC or any TSC member or officer. 
4. Identification:  Participants are responsible for any required identification for travel.  This may include, but not limited to, an up to 
    date and valid passport, visa, drivers license or proof of identification and citizenship.

J’s Jargon

 

The weather experts are predicting an el' Niño weather event for this winter. For us stuck here in the Midwest this 
can really put the kibosh on our winter fun, but out west it can mean huge powder dumps. The club members that 
love freshies and carving up a clean blanket of white powder might want to sign up for a trip or two out west. 
Those who aren't accomplished powder skiers, here are a few tips if you want to see what all the fun is about. 
First listen.... to the weather forecast and local buzz. When you hear a forecast for a substantial snow fall get to 
the nearest ski shop/demo center, and rent/reserve a pair of powder skis. Since the airline baggage restrictions 
and Ohio's lack of Powder, most of us do not have or do not take more than one pair of skis on a trips. Powder 
skis (some times called pontoons) are wider and longer than your regular all mountain or carver skis, and may be 
a little longer than what you traditionally ski. This allows you to float a little higher up in the powder decreasing 
some of the resistance. Get out early to try to catch the first chair. The brisk cold and clear mountain air will help 
to cure that hangover. Patience, when skiing in powder the resistance is increased due to the amount of snow, no 
hockey stops here! Allow more time for turns to develop and continue turning up hill to stop. The good news is 
that in powder since resistance is increased speed will be decreased. Now that those Black Diamond vertical 
nightmares have been tamed down some they now can be conquered by even intermediate skiers. Don't be 
afraid to fall, this stuff is soft, it’s like falling in to a pile of feathers. Ok before we go any further... about falling in 
powder, while your at the ski shop renting those sweet powder skis invest in the powder straps (inexpensive, 
neon colored ribbons that you attach to ski brakes that allows you to find your ski when it comes off in the pow-
der. I learned this one the hard way when it took me about 45 minutes to find my ski after a submerged rock de-
cided to remove my right ski while skiing after a bottomless powder dump in Aspen. Turning in powder, shift your 
weight, extend (push down) on your outside ski, and flex (lift up) on your inside ski don't forget foot steering (point 
your toes in the direction of the turn). Think ahead, look ahead remember that it will take some time for your turns 
to develop so start turning to avoid obstacles sooner. Allow more distance between you and your comrades. 
Think vertical, increased resistance from snow means slower speeds. Those green circle runs and trails just don't 
have enough vertical to allow you to move, and lack of vertical drop on blue slopes can make skiing in powder 
difficult. If it is your first time skiing in powder and you happen to be with skiers who are decent powder skiers tag 
along and follow in there tracks will help in your turning and decrees some of the resistance. Once you have built 
some confidence veer off to find some fresh powder of your own. If you decide to ski trees in powder skiing with 
buddies is a must. Stay close enough to keep an eye on each other and stop often to regroup and take a count. 
Tree wells can swallow up a skier, and if you have never fallen into one you can not appreciate how difficult or 
next to impossible it is to get out. HAVE FUN! This is what skiing is all about, meeting a challenge, enjoying the 
outdoors, staying (acting) young and fit, camaraderie, and telling tall tails at the local pub (après ski). For those 
who still may be a little apprehensive about sliding in power remember to go with a pro, learning from a certified 
professional instructor will help you learn quicker, and make you a more efficient skier.
