2. Withdrawal & Change:  Timken Ski Club may withdraw any trip from its schedule at any time; may refuse to accept or refrain any   
    person as a participant at any time for any reason; and may change the itinerary at any time. 
3. Responsibility: TSC is acting gratuitously for the applicant and shall not be responsible or liable for any loss of or damage to 
    baggage, property, or for any loss, injury, death, accident, delay, inconvenience or any other loss occurring during or occasioned by 
    applicant’s participation in any trip, and as a result of any actual or alleged negligence of TSC or any TSC member or officer.

Skis, 
have they been waxed and tuned? A good season starter is to have skis tuned and waxed either professionally 
or do it yourself for the DIY'ers Swix web site has plenty of tips, or check with other club members! don't forget a 
binding function test, especially important to ensure that skis stay on when you need them there, and release 
correctly to prevent injury. Boots... technology has come a long way in the footwear arena in the past few years 
and boots are more important than ever. Pro tip let a good qualified boot fitter help select a boot for you, not the 
ski gear guide that say the absolute best boot of the year is the _________. All boot manufactures make good 
boots, and each boot has characteristics for both fit and performance, having correct fit is essential for ensuring a 
great day on the slopes. The boot fitter suggested foot beds.... Foot beds are like power steering for your feet, 
how they work are that they maintain your arch, not allowing your arch to break down allows for snug proper fit of 
boots and eliminating stress on the toes and heal lift, corrections can be made to footed to ensure a balanced 
stance keeping even pressure on skis allowing almost effortless turns. Lessons anyone? Yes we can all benefit 
from lessons, whether your a serious weekend racer, recreational skier, or snow pro, a good evaluation of your 
abilities and tips to help improve your performance on the snow can lead to less injuries, enjoying more of the 
mountain, and turning easier to reduce the stress and strain on the body allowing you to maximize your après ski 
fun! Anyone up for free lessons? If you really want to improve your skiing, share your love of the sport to others, 
get some of the best deals possible and more free lessons than you can ever want... Become a instructor, 
BMBW has the largest ski school in the US with over 1500 schools participating and over 30,000 students, not to 
mention that we offer programs with children in the tiny tot 3-4 year old, Mogul Mites 5-7, and Snow Squad 8-12 
year olds.

What can I expect on my train ride?   
 We will have ‘coach’ seats from Alliance to Chicago.  We will all be sitting in the same car, in the same general 
area.  Amtrak will have us ‘grouped’.  Seats have plenty of room and recline.  From Chicago to Fraser, we will all have 2 
person Roomettes. Amenities include: large windows, reclining seats facing each other, table in between, towels, bottled 
water, and a small amount of storage.  A boot bag is as big as you can go. There is a closet for coat storage. About 4-5 
hours out of Chicago, you will be called for dinner.  Your meals are included in your roomette package.  There is a Din-
ing Car a short ways from our cabins. While at dinner, the porter will fold the seats into a lower and upper berth.  Pillows 
and sheets are included. The next morning, you will be called to breakfast. While you are at breakfast, the porter will 
make up your cabin for daytime.  The food is good and you can choose from several offerings at each meal.  On the re-
turn trip, you will get dinner, breakfast and lunch before we get to Chicago.   
There is an Observation Car with lots of windows and seats to allow panoramic views.  There is a snack bar and alcohol 
bar on the lower level of the Observation Car. You can walk all that you want to from one end of the train to the other. In 
our Sleeper Car, there is a restroom on the same level as our cabins.  On the lower level there are several restrooms and 
shower rooms.  These are 1st come, 1st served.   
There is some luggage storage on the lower level.  Most big baggage will be accessed from outside doors on the train 
cars. These are not accessible until disembarking from the train in Fraser.  Whatever medications you need, you must 
have them with you in your cabin. Skis will be stowed from the exterior of the train. The train will stop at many stations 
along the way to Fraser.  You will see the countryside!  We will climb the Continental Divide and pass through many 
tunnels on our way.  Note:  Freight trains have the right-of-way.  We may stop just to let them pass. Bring a book; bring 
a game.  We will be meeting in the “O” car frequently to converse. It is a leisurely trip that relaxes not stresses the trav-
eler.  Arrive fresh after a full night’s sleep!  Take the train to Winter Park! 
 
*If you don’t want to schlup your skis or boards, I’m arranging with our hotel ski shop for demo’s at a good rate.  It just 
might make it even more pleasurable.
